New flowering plants seen on Orchard Trail May 20 2015

Asparagus is a herbaceous, perennial plant growing to 100–150 centimetres tall. The stout stems develop feathery foliage and the leaves are needle-like stems which develop from the axils of the scales. It will eventually have green, turning red fruit.  (Pictured is a developing stem.)

Baneberry is a poisonous plant. The leaves are coarsely toothed with deeply lobed margins.  The white flowers (pictured) have numerous stamens. The fruit (not pictured) is red and berry-like.  

Bergamot  A fragrant herbal tea can be made from dried or fresh leaves with boiling water and honey. Inhaling the vapours form this tea can sooth bronchial complaints and ease some  symptoms of colds and headaches by increasing mucus flow. The seed pod or fruit has a spicy odour.  
Columbine is from the Latin “columba” or  "dove“ which may have been used because the spurred petals suggested a ring of doves around a fountain. The leaf is widely roundish, toothed or lobed, showing 2-3 parts. The flower is adapted to prevent self-pollination by having longer stamens than styles and by having these mature at different times. It attracts long-tongued nectar-feeders such as butterflies, moths and hummingbirds. The spurs form a constriction in the funnel-shaped tube which prevents small bees from getting the nectar.
Cucumber, wild leaves are similar to cucumber vegetable leaves with multiple often pointed lobes. The fruits are unique, roughly spherical and looks very delicate. The plant was used medicinally by aboriginals to treat sores. 
Geranium, wild leaves have five or seven lobes. The petiole is up to 30 cm long. The rose or purple flowers are 2.5–4 cm wide. ten stamens; they appear from April to June in loose clusters of two to five at the top of the stems. The fruit capsule, which springs open when ripe, consists of five cells each containing one seed joined to a long beak-like column 2–3 cm long (resembling a crane's bill) produced from the center of the old flower.
Miterwort has three lobed maple-like stakless leaves and clusters of small white flowers with fringed petals. The flowers are beautiful but difficult to see or photograph because they are so small.  It is also called bishop's cap. The fruit is a capsule that resembles a bishop's miter.
Nannyberry or Sweet Viburnum is a large shrub or small tree which can grow to 9 m tall. The leaves are opposite pairs, oval, small toothed,  5–10 cm long and oval shaped with a winged petiole. The flowers are small (5–6 mm) with five whitish petals, arranged in large round clusters at the top of twigs. (pictured are the opposite leaves with an enlargement of the small flowers.)
Others

Dryad saddle fungus causes a white rot in the heartwood of living and dead hardwood trees. The name "Dryad's saddle" refers to Greek mythology creatures called Dryads who could supposedly fit on and ride on this mushroom.
