Bob Hunter Park 
Anemone

The flower has a slight resemblance to the flower of the clematis. It is found near the forest edge along the trails and around the edges of open areas. It grows from 30 to 60 cm in height and blooms from May to June. It has deeply lobed, basal leaves while near the middle of the stem is a single whorl of 3 to 5 leaves. From this leaf whorl ascends a solitary white flower with a yellow center. The flower has no petals but the white sepals, usually in groups of 5, look like petals. Many stamens and pistils cluster in the centre of the flower. The fruit is a small ball with tiny projections.

Forget-me-mot

The leaves are willow-like, narrow and alternate. They are attached directly to the stem and have pointed or rounded tips with a prominent mid-vein. It is often in leaf all year. The stem is hairy. The tiny, blue, short-stalked flowers with a yellow centre, are located along the upper end of the stem and are arranged along the outside of the coiled stem tip. The petals are slightly notched at tip. 
Ginger wild

Wild ginger is a perennial herbaceous plant which can grow to 30cm. Because it reproduces by underground roots, you can sometimes find colonies which all come from the same root. This plant has two heart shaped basal leaves and one flower. The leaves can be 15 cm wide, entire, shinny surface with a leaf stem which is hairy at the base. Despite the fact that this is not related to the ginger that you will purchase in the grocery store, the root has a ginger-like smell. The flowers are at the base of the plant hidden by the leaves and their brown, greenish or dark redish purple colour blends in with the leaf litter. They have 3 regular parts and are up to 4cm wide.  They bloom in early spring and continue into late spring. The fruit is fleshy and from 1 to 1.5 cm wide. 1st Nations people used wild ginger to flavour foods and protect them from spoiled meat or poisoned or enchanted foods.

Raspberry wild
Very similar to the garden variety including tasty fruit.
