Project 1 Fish Habitat Enhancement  

•
Problem: Wetland had been cleared of vegetation and used for cattle grazing for many years. The wetland area is no longer used by the farmer for livestock grazing and presented an excellent opportunity for restoration.  

•
Remediation: Parks Canada  restored the structure of the wetland to normalize stream flows while filtering agricultural runoff. Native plants, shrubs and trees were planted to cool the water. 

•
Results: Parks Canada improved fish habitat and water quality in Katabokokonk Creek a  headwater stream that feeds the Little Rouge River.  
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
