Project 2 Water Quality Enhancement  

•
Problem: During heavy rainfall events, a large amount of water flowed from a culvert  under Reesor Road onto farmland resulting in the erosion of valuable agricultural soil and carrying sediments and nutrients directly into Katabokokonk Cr., a tributary of the Little Rouge River, deteriorating water quality and fish habitat.  The farmer approached Parks Canada staff to find a solution to this problem and it was agreed that a grassed waterway would be established. . 

•
Remediation:  Parks Canada’s efforts were successful. The water flowing through a culvert under Reesor Road now goes into plunge pool and then through another culvert under an access road for the farmer. The original swale was regraded and planted with deep rooted perennial grasses in order to mitigate soil erosion and filter agricultural runoff.  The new grassed waterway gave the water time to be absorb into the ground and enter the water table. The water that now flows into Katabokokonk Creek now carries far less sediment and nutrients than it did previously. .  

•
Results: Demonstrating cooperation on behalf of the farmer and Parks Canada, water quality and aquatic ecosystem health has been enhanced and much better water flows into Katabokokonk Cr.  
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
