Project 4 Aquatic Connectivity Enhancement 

•
Problem:  A set of three undersized culverts in the headwaters of the Little Rouge River hindered the flow of water and the movement of fish and other aquatic species. Farm equipment driving over the undersized culverts often eroded the edges, resulting in sedimentation of the watercourse

•
Remediation:  Parks Canada replaced the three small culverts with one much larger embedded culvert with natural substrate.

•
Results: The larger culvert allows for free flow of the stream and improved connectivity for aquatic species.
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
