Project 7   9th Line Riparian Plantings 

•
Problem: A Rouge tributary of the Little Rouge River was straightened and ditched next to a roadside. Historically it supported specialist cold water fish species but became a collector of road salt and chemicals which caused pollution downstream.  

•
Remediation: When the road was widened, the stream was moved away from the road and a natural channel was re-created. Parks Canada then brought in about 100 local students to help plant native shrubs to improve natural cover and stream shading and create a vegetated buffer to protect the stream from run-off from the adjacent road.

•
Results:  The plantings help keep the water cool, improve water quality, increase habitat availability for wildlife and improve aesthetics. Ultimately, this project may help to bring important cool and cold water fish species back to the stream.
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
