Project 9  Native shrub planting. 

•
Problem:  Need to restore the natural environment on lands that were formerly cleared to pasture cattle but later abandoned.

•
Remediation:  Parks Canada contoured the land and built a low berm to hold more water and replicate the wetland topography that historically would likely have existed there. Parks Canada  planted appropriate shrubs and plants.  

•
Results:  Planting is complete but will take time for the plants to mature.  These wetlands capture tile drainage outflows from adjacent farmland and filter the water of excess sediments and nutrients before it reaches the creek.  The wetlands provide important habitat for wildlife, including amphibians, turtles and marsh waterfowl, and contribute to improved base flow and water quality downstream.   
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
